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The following guide is to help you keep your Jacuzzi clean and safe throughout the life of your spa. By doing proper maintenance on your Jacuzzi you will be prolonging the life of the hot tub and all of its components. 
Hot Tub Maintenance
1. Before you drain the tub turn off your breaker first, this will stop any damage from internally happening while the spa is draining.
2. Drain spa with either a sump pump or the built-in gravity drain. (every 4-6 months)

3. Take out your filters and clean them (every 4-6 months) with Filter Free or bring them in to Eden Spas to be cleaned professionally.  Simply spraying the filters off with a garden hose does not properly clean them.  Continuously running the spa with plugged filters will lead to flow problems and will damage the spa in the future.
4. Clean the interior and waterline of spa with Spa Clean and a Spa Sponge.  These will breakdown any build-up of scale and remove any stains on the surface.  
5. Polish spa surface for further protection with Spa Shine or Gel Gloss.  This will help to protect the surface of your acrylic and keep it pristine for years to come.
6. Now you can refill your spa and when it is full, turn on your breaker and add the recommended chemicals.
7. While the spa is filling you can clean and deodorize the inside of your cover with Cover Refresh.  To protect the exterior of the cover please only use Cover Care.  This product is specially formulated for marine-grade vinyl and is proven to extend its life by protecting it from cracking and breaking in extreme conditions.
Remember:
Replace your ProClear cartridge every 4 months

Clean filters every 4-6 months

Drain and refill spa every 4-6 months
Clean cover and protect it at least twice a year
